
of Tuesday 5/4, some residents on 

Hiawatha, west of Suncrest had 

their newspaper boxes over on 

Whitney.  That is in the process of 

being resolved with the Post Cres-

cent.  We’ll keep you updated.   

Some residents east of Suncrest 

and on Roselawn will find new 

stakes in their yard that say 5’ o/s 

Slope Int.  This stake represents 

the limits of construction, but is 

offset 5’ so that the stakes are not 

in the way.  So the actual limit of 

construction is 5’ from that stake, 

toward the road.   

This week construction  will be in 

several locations throughout the 

subdivision.  Early in the week 

crews will be working on Hiawa-

tha doing bolt replacements for 

hydrants and valves.  The rest of 

the week will involve replacement 

of water services valve boxes on 

Roselawn, along with hydrant and 

valve bolt replacements.  Water 

shutoffs will happen on Wednes-

day  5/5 on Roselawn, Suncrest 

and a few homes on Whitney due 

to the work on Roselawn.  De-

pending on weather and progress, 

work on Roselawn storm sewer 

may start late in the week.   

Gas company has moved up to 

Hiawatha and is installing new 2” 

gas main this week.  Work there 

should be going on throughout the 

week.   

Mailboxes have been moved out 

to Capitol Drive.  Residents east 

of Suncrest should find their mail-

boxes on Whitney and Capitol, 

residents on Suncrest and West 

should find theirs at Suncrest and 

Capitol.  Post Crescent boxes 

have also been set up, however, as

The Week of  May 10th should 

see construction continuing  on  

Roselawn with storm sewer instal-

lation .  A crew will likely move 

down to Seneca to start on water 

service valve boxes and hydrant 

and valve bolt replacements.  Simi-

lar to what was happening on 

Roselwan this week.  Seneca will 

likely see water shutoffs next 

week and possibly Suncrest as 

well.  If you experience rusty wa-

ter after the water has been off 

for a period of time,  run some 

water to let things flush out.  If 

you still experience rusty or dis-

colored water, please contact the 

Town.
