beyond the limits of this project, 

you should contact Sam Sommers, 

the sub contractor doing the con-

crete work.  

Please be aware of the construc-

tion barrels and yellow tape 

around structures, equipment and 

holes that have not been back-

filled.   The soil conditions are 

very unstable especially if condi-

tions are wet.   Please keep chil-

dren away from these areas.    

If you start getting ruts in your 

driveway from driving over  dis-

turbed areas from new water 

service boxes, contact the inspec-

tor or contractor.   All contact

Roselawn and Seneca will be busy 

with work this week.  Seneca will  

see work replacing your curb stop 

valve boxes.  One crew will  be 

working on that the entire week.  

The second crew is installing 

storm sewer on  Roselawn, start-

ing at Whitney and working west.  

The crew should be to Suncrest 

by Thursday or Friday and there-

fore that intersection will be tied 

up.  The storm sewer crew is 

hooking up storm laterals as they 

move through with the storm 

sewer on Roselawn.  The storm 

sewer work will block the road as 

they move through.  The contrac-

tor tries to get trenches filled in 

and the road passable as quickly as 

possible behind the guys laying the 

pipe. However, as the storm 

sewer is being installed in front of 

your house, your driveway will be 

blocked temporarily.   

Driveways have been marked and 

cut for removal.  They will remain 

in place as long as possible.  Likely 

they won’t be removed until the 

road crew arrives onsite to grade 

your street.  If you would like
