Rural development in Buchanan (beyond the Darboy Sanitary District) is ammtated with private, on-site sanitary wastewater treatment systerss. Sifgtems must
comply with the state plumbing code (COMM 25.02), which is designed to ensure tbatsyst not threaten groundwater resources. Moreover, these individual sy
must be properly permitted by Outagamie County and maintained as required by Qualimiyn€2s. Soils in the Town vary in terms of their suitability for on-site 13
wastewater treatment (see soil information in Agricultural, Natural attdir@l Resources Chapter for more information). & &" 7$1:741'1*7 #7< 87 >&!

In upland areas, soil percability is generally high and well suited to individuateogystems. In lower-lying areas, particularly within and adjacenbedplains and
wetlands, soils are typically inundated with water for such a considerable aofidityear as to prohibit septic, mound, and other conventional sanitary treatmenssydternatives to individual, on-site treatment
include clustered systems, re-circulating sand/gravel filterspdLiMachines®, and municipal systems. Each alternative has their stremgjtveaknesses when compared to conventional systems.

Clustered Systems

Clustered treatment systems provide an economical alternative to indivicieahsyparticularly in areas with space limitations. Like septic tamiksreounds, shared systems are infiltration systems. They differ from
the former two in that multiple homes “feed” into one treatment and discharge undaugtit economies of scale are created when multiple units utilize a sharedetttaiadues related to soil percability remain. The
advantage of a clustered system from the perspective of soil inundation i;tteathe system is located off-site, the site can be selected based uponrideabpee
criteria. On-site systems are limited to the best location availatiien that particular home site.

Re-circulating Sand/Gravel Filters

Re-circulating sand/gravel filters (RS/GF) offer an economicadlple, environmentally benign alternative to conventional drain field-basechéeiasystems. The
basic components of a RS/GF system include a septic tank, recirculation tank, andgsawel diiter. Water discharged from the system far exceeds theyopfadit
conventional system, and at a fraction of the price. RS/GFs have been in use foramareghtury and are a WDNR permitted alternative to septic tanks and mon

systems. The primary challenge to installation of this type of systemhékather alternative systems, is a lack of awareness of their availahititye part of
landowners and developers.

Infiltration Wetlands I 0$123 0 & I

Infiltration wetlands have been used as effective wastewater teslystems for more than thirty years. They have become the dominantrteststem for
communities in the Minneapolis metropolitan region not served by municipal vedstdveatment. Although there are a variety of wetland-based syssech$o treat
effluent, the most common issab-surface flowvetland. Sub-surface flow wetlands utilize an anaerobic reactor (seyjdda pretreatment followed by a forced-bed
aeration system and wetland treatment cells. Infiltration wetlands sighdd to achieve tertiary treatment at a fraction of the cost of a munigspatns They become
cost-effective at the small scale when treating effluent from eiginiboe homes.

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Living Machines®

Living Machines are a patented wastewater treatment system ginatvisig in popularity around the world. They entail a series of tank
teeming with live plants, trees, grasses algae, fish, shrimp, snails amdsatgiof microorganisms and bacteria. Each tank is a mini-
ecosystem designed to eat or beak down waste. The process takes about four daysistetvetern crystal clear. It is chemical-free, odgr-
free, and, compared to conventional wastewater treatment, costs less ffinandi@cologically: Living Machines are WDNR permitted
systems and are currently in use at the Conserve School in Land O’ LakedaaiGrove Cheese Factory in Cedar Grove, and at
Edgewood College in Madison.

Darboy Sanitary District

The one sanitary system located within the Town of Buchanan is the DarboyysBistdct that provides sanitary sewaard public water supplies to the most developed portions of Buchanan. The sanitary district
includes land in the western part of the Town, including land north of CTH KK and west afifbBioad.

The Darboy Sanitary District has facilities located at two sepaitate The administrative offices, Well Number 1 and a utility garageated on CTH N. A water reservoir, equipment storage garage and Well
Number 2 are located on Pinecrest Boulevard. The elevated water towerad lmtahe south side of CTH KK in the Town of Harrison.

The Darboy Sanitary District was formed in the early 1970’s to deal with pnskdé malfunctioning septic systems. In addition, problems with individual wellshvilncluded a lowering of the water table requiring
deepening of area wells, high iron, hardness and manganese content and a hydrdgesdsulfall led to the development of a public water supply system.

The sanitary sewer collection system for the Darboy Joint SanitamycDisas put into operation in 1984. The system consists of primarily 8-inch PVQ@ygsawier pipe. A larger gravity interceptor using 10, 12 and
15-inch pipes extends generally from south to north through the current service dbeg.arin 15-inch interceptor extends to a metering system in Combined Lodksthwevastewater is discharged to the
Heart of the Valley Metropolitan Sewerage Commission system.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT?

The Town of Buchanan is located in the Lower Fox Basin Watershed (for addititoradation on the Lower Fox Basin Watershed refer to Chapter 7: Agricultatalyal] and Cultural
Resources).

Outagamie County has adopted Storm Water Management Ordinance that applieddodlaod wetland areas in the Town of Buchanan. Stormwater runoff standards hetp prote
property and structures from damage caused by increased surface wafetuenofcommercial, industrial and residential developments. Enforcement ofvsitgnmanagement,
construction-site erosion control, and shoreland protection currently falls underisdecfion of Outagamie County. The enforcement and permitting requiremeiitgereaexisting
Outagamie County Ordinances are coordinated through the Outagamie County Zepangrient. Should Buchanan develop its own Subdivision Ordinance in the future, it mag inqud
storm water management requirements within that ordinance.

WATER SUPPLY

The water supply for the Darboy Joint Sanitary district was put into operation in I88#ater supply for the system consists of two wells (310 gallon per minute and 58Cpgall
minute), located adjacent to each other with water softening and chemicedregiftit disinfection, a 100,000 gallon elevated storage tank and water distribution system.

Private wells currently serve the eastern portion of the Town. Although privdseoffel a low-cost source of potable water, they do not provide the level of tegticg bf a municipal water supply. Contamination of
groundwater is a serious issue for many rural communities. Sources of greemchvamination include leaking fuel tanks, surface discharges, and naturaicegpr@sent in the subsurface geology. A common naturally
occurring contaminant of groundwater in the Fox/Wolf Basin is arsenic. Althoughvatepivells in Buchanan have yet tested positive for arsenic, it is imptytaate that arsenic has been detected in amounts greater than
10 parts/billion in Outagamie, Shawano, Winnebago, Brown and Manitowoc Counties (for adidifiemmation on groundwater and arsenic contamination, refer to Chapter 7: AgatWlatural and Cultural Resources).

Due to the incidence of naturally occurring arsenic, all private wells iagaatie County are subject to special casement standards.

SoLID WASTE DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING

One concern for Buchanan with respect to solid waste disposal is waste disposdlapartment buildings and commercial establishments. Many dumpsters arcaind thes
establishments are highly visible and lack proper screening. Screening itambpoprotect aesthetic beauty of areas, discourage animals from emastegareas, and to
prevent any garbage from leaving the property. The Town should consider adopting an ordigialatieg dumpsters on commercial and residential properties, or require
dumpster screening when approving conditional use permits for businesses andrdapaRrmasently, the Town does assist commercial property owners wighdreg®sal by
either providing a dumpster or paying a fixed amount toward the purchase and mami@dumpsters. The Town requires commercial properties to have a fence in plac
around commercial waste receptacles. However, the ordinance provides éttteodiwith respect to materials, height, enclosures, etc. A more refined oedadtressing 1

waste disposal areas will help ensure that dumpsters and other trash rexeptaclmmercial and high density residential properties are properly screened.
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PoLICE PROTECTION

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department provides police protection seteitlee Town of Buchanan. The Town contracts for police protection with the Outagamie Sloeriffys Department . The County
Department headquarters is located at 320 S. Walnut Street in Appleton. Buchanan ales pfbge space in the Town Hall for officers assigned to patrol the Town.

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department has 73 sworn officers working im#h&nforcement Division as uninformed patrol, investigations and civil proceskaBan has five (5) sworn officers assigned to it. These
officers are not Town employees, but they only work in Buchanan. The equipmenivbedéders use is owned by the Town, not the County.

Specific statistics for the five (5) Town officers is not available, h@wedata is available for the collective Outagamie County Sheriffmi@ent. In addition to the Town patrol officers, Outagamie County at any given
time will have as many as eight (8), but no fewer than six (6), patrol cars are omltrityumber of officers on patrol duty varies by the time of day and overlaps dufirapahges. The Department serves approximately
167,000 residents of Outagamie County. The Sheriff Department patrols Outagamie €doumtysections, divided by STH 47 and CTH S. Patrol Officers are assigned t@etmh. s

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department has 911 emergency-basedhiigpdc nearly all municipal police departments in the County, including the Citpplefon. The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department also
dispatches for a majority of the fire departments in the county as well.

The Outagamie County Sheriff Department has no plans to hire additional dtegftahe. The current staff size meets area needs. The Outagamie Courtfity Blegrartment would like to maintain its level of staffing,
which it believes is adequate to provide needed protection to area residenisnBedisut future staff expansion will be made by the Outagamie County Board basedlatiopapareases and response times. At this
time, the Town of Buchanan is satisfied with the level and quality of protectioneddeom the 5 contracted patrol officers and has no plans on increasing the numbeeis. off

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department annually reviews equipment atevededs as part of the Outagamie Co@sdpital Improvements PrograrRegular vehicle replacement is important to ensure that a
dependable vehicle is available to respond to public safety needs. The Sheriffterizep has a “1-to-1” program in place which ensures that a squad car isivemybgrl officer and kept at the home of that officer. That
program results in a 3-year vehicle replacement schedule. Other availabéescare replaced annually based on mileage.

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department operates a jail facilBg@tS. Walnut Street in Appleton. The jail has a capacity of 557 inmates, which PanRe/igconsin for prisoner capacity. The facility is divided into
several different areas to separate juveniles from adults. Males anddarahlso separated within the jail. In addition, the jail accommodata&-aelease population who work 40-50 hours each week outside of the jail
and then return to the facility each night and weekend. In 2004, the average numberes ouséd in the jail was 494.

In response to an increasing prison population, in 2001 Outagamie County began using GP8p6&ilalrahg Satellite, to monitor inmates. Inmates serving their tirparasf the Huber Law (or work release programs)
wear a tamper resistant ankle bracelet that monitors the inmateistodban inmate enters an area where he/she is not allowed, a warning is sstieel @robation officer takes the appropriate action to correct the
problem.

FIRE PROTECTION & RESCUE SERVICES

Fire protection services in Buchanan are provided by the 30-member Buchananérdtinet®epartment. Fire protection east of Lodebauer Road is provided by EwedHawn Fire Department and Buchanan Fire
Department. The Town contracts with the Holland Fire Deparment each ysasitatlae in fire protection for areas in the eastern portion of Buchanan. ThenBod=ire Deparment also assist the Harrison Fire Department
with fire calls to the Darboy Club. The Buchanan Fire Department has foiire(dhicles: 1979 Ford tanker pumper, 1983 Ford tanker, 1989 Chevy equipment van and a 1993 $bagraws Board provides the Fire
Deparment with a “Fire Truck Fund”.

PARK AND RECREATION FACILITIES

Current park and recreational facilities provide Buchanan residents witsitaenjoy leisure activities and the outdoors. The current recreatioliaibfaavailable to Town
residents are listed below:

Buchanan Town Park

The Buchanan Town Park is located on a 3.47-acre site adjacent to the Town Hall on CTHadilifyhehares parking with the Town Hall and is designed to utilize

restrooms in the Town Hall during special park events. Facilities includeéegyvair play apparatus, picnic facilities, a basketball court, tennis court sartblasolleyball court. A small open

play area is situated on the eastern portion of the park. A paved walkway providssta¢he park from the neighborhood to the east.

Hickory Park Estates

This 2.3-acre neighborhood park was dedicated to the Town of Buchanan in 1995 as part d&bityeEdtates Subdivision. The two-acre park serves the 195 lot subdivision, as well as,

neighboring residential areas. This park is located between Briarwoaoel &vi/State Park Rd., just north of CTH KK. Facilities at the park include a basgetiogltennis court, volleyball

court, playground equipment, picnic tables and portable toilets from May through October.

Springfield Park

This small 2-acre neighborhood park is located on Springfield Drive near Just Admauin_ the west central portion of the Town. The two-acre park was

developed in 1997 with Town funds. Facilities located at this park include a baskethallesois court, playground equipment and portable toilets from May
though October.

CEMETERIES

offered at Little Hearts is community touring. This program allows chilgoean field trips around the area to visit places in and around Buchanan. At this tineee¢heve
plans for expansion of this daycare facility.

Along with these two facilities, there are private in-home daycare busggsBuchanan.

EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES I (" 0 & I

Portions of the Town of Buchanan are located in the Appleton, Kimberly, Kaukauna andstvighschool districts. There are two school buildings located in the Town: KimbgHySghool and Holy Angels School.
There no plans by any district to build additional schools in Buchanan in the foredagaiele Below is a brief profile of each district serving the community.

Appleton School District

The Kaukauna School District has a teaching staff of approximately 500 serving 83@&ftsin grades pre-kindergarten through 12. District offices are located at 112t MaikaBikauna.

Wrightstown School District

The Wrightstown School District educates approximately 1,000 students with the bélp sibff members. The district consists of three school buildings on approxiBtatetyes of land. District offices are located
at 351 High Street in Wrightstown.

Under the full-time interdistrict open enroliment program, Wisconsin studentgppéyyto attend school in any K-12 public school district in the state, regardiebgtbier or not they live in the district. Families of

students who transfer from their local district do not pay tuition. However, ladistiéct loses state aid for each student who transfers to another distrighias state aid for each student who transfers from another district.

LIBRARY SERVICES

Memorial Library at 625 Grand Ave. in Little Chute, and the Appleton Publiatytat 225 N. Oneida Street in Appleton. These three libraries participategionaal consortium providing combined catalogs, Internet
catalog, and other services designed to improve resident access to libragssdihese three public libraries, combined with the public school librartesirfgato district school children), are expected to continue to meet
resident needs.

SENIOR SERVICES

PARK FACILITIES

The need for park and recreation facilities grows with the population of a commuatkyof Town parks was a concern expressed by residents@otheunity Survegnd during th&WOT, VisionsandValuesexercises.
Today, Buchanan has 11.93-acres of parkland. The National Recreation and Parksiéds@9RPA) has developed recreation, parks, and open space standards and guidelineadoitmsin the United States. These
standards identify the recommended amount of parkland that should be available in a commeahitypba its population. NRPA has established three categories for local $angitgaborhood parks, community parks,
andmetropolitan parksNeighborhood parks are intended to serve communities (or neighborhoods, in larger cas)wuittit populations of 1,000 to 5,000 residents. Community and Metropolitan Parks senvilange
villages, and cities. NRPA guidelines recommend a minimum of five acresko&ipa recreational space per 1,000 residents. With an anticipated population of 10,381 persons [RP208bjd¢lines would recommend
that Buchanan plan for the development of one or more parks totaling 40 acres in@zd.fagilities in a neighborhood park may include play apparatus for childréiragka, picnic areas with shelters, walking and
bicycling trails, informal ball fields, tennis courts, and rest rooms, amongsother

East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission recommends a minimum o<l 6fgzarkland for each 1,000 residents. By ECWRPC standards, Buchanan should plan Yetdpméet of one or more parks
equaling or exceeding 92 combined acres by the year 2025.

Potential partnerships with Outagamie County, Appleton and Kaukauna may provide oppsrtaratidress some park and recreation needs in Buchanan. This partnership could pravidighespétball and/or soccer
fields for residents. There is also the opportunity to provide the community with a #og lpamearest dog park is located off CTH 00 and French Road, several miles norfhootrihef Buchanan. This area would allow
residents and their pets to enjoy an outdoor recreation space without having to worpeabales when in other parks.

During the planning process, residents expressed a desire for a park widtcees. Direct access to the river may not be possible due to steep banks, butthiewsesfcould be achieved with a park along CTH ZZ.
Such a park would allow panoramic views of the Fox River to be enjoyed by all resi&rjust those who build homes along this frontage.

PUBLIC SAFETY

The Outagamie County Sheriff's Department will continue to be the primargnforcement agency in Buchanan. The Town must work closely with Appleton, #imm®@embined Locks Kaukauna and Harrison to ensure
quick fire and rescue response times, particularly in areas east of STH 55.

COMMUNITY SERVICES

In many ways, Appleton, Kaukauna, Kimberly, and Combined Locks serve as the “doWfdo®aochanan residents (depending on where they live in the Town). Librarieth, ¢era facilities, senior and youth programs,

churches, and other services typically provided by a municipality are convemiecgiysed and accessible in these surrounding communities. It is unlikely thawthe 8xpected population growth will warrant changes to
this existing arrangement.

Loans may be used foy afvaumigtoses including road improvements,
community centers/halls, trail development, and property acquisition. Availablefuisdietermined on an annual basis. The loan limit during the 2004 fiscal year was0$®,000e State Trust Fund Loan Program may
provide the Town with opportunities to fund the development of park facilities and trails.

prevention programs. Applicants from communities that serve a population of le$9t880 must provide a 10% match. If the need warrants, Buchanan may collaborate with sigrcamdiunities to apply for grants to
improve response times, expand equipment inventories, or enhance fire prevention programs.
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STATE STEWARDSHIP FUND

The Stewardship Fund is the State of Wisconsin’s land acquisition program for public oataleation and habitat protection. The fund is administered by WDNR and provides @réansd purchase, park and tralil
development, habitat protection, expansion of hunting/fishing opportunities, and other outd@ioredrepportunities. Available funding is determined on an annual basis as part of énedés\budget.

Coordination with Other Comprehensive Plan Chapters

The ability of a community to grow is directly tied to its infrastructapeacity. The preceding sections of this chapter have inventoried existing cdgnfaditities, identified current deficiencies, and provided achievable
goals for future implementation. This section will focus upon the ways in which iliiee&/and Community Facilities Chapter is related to, and will be integraith, the other chapters of the Comprehensive Plan.

HOUSING
As the population of Buchanan grows, additional demands will be placed upon the Town’auictinesst New housing will require the extension of utilities like gas andielggtas well as services such as fire protection,
garbage collection, and snow plowing. It is important to ensure that housing is bretisncapable of satisfying the percability requirements of on-siteeanative treatment systems or be located within the sanitary

district. This requires that the Town consider costs of services as part evithe process for proposed residential subdivisions. Moreover, these considerat®assw part of the process of delineating new area for
residential development on tReture Land Use Mapgresented later in this plan.

TRANSPORTATION

Planning for transportation infrastructure and utilities and community fasibitie often tied together. New roads in the Town will undoubtedly result from ttatispaneeds associated with new residential development
projects. Utilities are most frequently located in road rights-of-wayteftwe, it is imperative that the Town coordinate planning and construction astingtated to the transportation network and future utilities and
community facilities.

NATURAL, CULTURAL, AND AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES

A wide variety of natural resources, including the Fox River and its tribstiaagms, provide Buchanan with its natural beauty. Town residents participatiegplan process identified the natural environment as a valued

asset warranting active preservation efforts on the part of theie@lefticials. This Utilities and Community Facilities Element has ifiedtithe creation of community parks as a goal for the Town as means of ingreasi
resident access to the natural environment.

EcoNomic DEVELOPMENT

The availability of utilities and community facilities like elecityg police protection, and communication services are critical to economic deeglbprherefore, the goals and objectives of this chapter seek to maintain,
and where feasible, improve local utilities and community facilities to dbowconomic development opportunities in the Town where they are desired.
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LAND USE

Development brings more people and businesses to a community. Accordingly, the nesddiatex utilities and facilities increases with development. As suchjdlzevery close relationship between the land use and
utilities and community facilities elements of this plan. Faéure Land Use Mapwere developed after careful consideration of where utilities and commauiitiids are now available, or will be available, over the next
20 years. Development is discouraged in those areas where wastewat@antreggtems, communication services, power supplies, or other infrastructarareqaohibitive.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION

Due to the close proximity to the cities of Appleton, Combined Locks, Kimberly an#d(na, the Town benefits from the services and facilities these commpiratiete to Buchanan residents. The Town will continue to
depend upon its neighbors and Outagamie County to meet the needs of its growing populatifame Té@oedination with neighboring governments is essential to ensure thaiphegat in the Town is compatible with
local utility and community facility capacities. Goals and objectivesidtexl in this plan, support continued coordination to efficiently provide needed utilitiesrantuaity facilities to the Town.

The City of Kaukauna Comprehensive Plan identifies the Wisconsin Internatiaceat/&aas a limiting factor for Kaukauna'’s development in the Konkapot Cree#ilegd¢a noise and traffic. The Town is encouraged to
work with Kaukauna to discuss concerns and issues Kaukauna has with WIR.
