Comprehensive Planning process. The objective of the meeting was to pesidtats, landowners, and
other stakeholders with an opportunity to determine future land uses in time Doxking the meeting,
OMNNI Associates facilitated eognitive mappingxercise during which participants developed
individual future land use maps expressing their own desires for futuetogdment within the
community. One hundred and thirteen people attended the event.

consistencies and similarities identified within those maps.

The Composite Attitude Mapeveals that:

Participants value scenic views of Lake Winnebago

USH 51, CR Q, CR QQ, CR WH, Church Road, Kiekhaefer Parkway, Ledge Road, Tower Road,
and Winnebago Drive are the most frequently traveled routes in Taycheedah

Traffic concerns exist along USH 51, particularly at the intersectitnbedge Road, Kiekhaefer
Parkway, and Silica Road; and at the intersection of CR QQ and Church Road

The most preferred walking and bicycling routes include the Peebles are Prails along

USH 51 and interior neighborhoods east of Kiekhaefer Park

Kiekhaefer Park and the Ledge (Niagara Escarpment) are the nuistatective areas in the
community

Kiekhaefer Park and St. Peters Church/Athletic Club have special meanesydents

Least pleasing areas exist along Winnebago drive west of Golf Course Rgadtarmitheast of
the intersection of CRQQ and CR WH

The preferred location for alternative housing is in the far souttpeeson of the Town near the
City of Fond du Lac

Commercial development is desired in and around the intersection of USH Bdiramebago
Drive

Agricultural land uses should be preserved within the majority of thieat@nd eastern part of
Taycheedah

Future wind farms should be located on agricultural land in the eastetofitihe community
The lakeshore, Kiekfaefer Park, and the Niagara Escarpment shoulgées/edefor future
generations
