facilities and plans. A series of goals and supporting objectives
intended to help the Town of Taycheedah achieve its vision for
2028 and address local transportation issues and concerns is found
at the end of the chapter.

VISION, VALUES & SWOT EXERCISES

During the values exercise conducted as part of the
Kick-Off Meeting held in November 2006, residents
identified the Town’s quality roads and safe areas to
walk and bike as valued features of the community.
During the SWOT exercise, existing transportation
facilities, low traffic volumes and proximity to highwa
corridors were identified as strengths of the Town.
Hiking and biking trails, as well as traffic planning
were cited as opportunities for the Town of Taychee(
to consider. Primary transportation threats facing
Taycheedah, as identified by residents at this initial
meeting, included increasing traffic volumes and the | paricipants at the Town of Taycheedah Vision Megti
USH 151 bypass.

The vision statement below provides a description of the desired tratgpoféatures in 2028. Many of
the concepts defined in this vision relate directly to the ideas exgriegsesidents at the Kick-Off
Meeting and the follow-up Vision Meeting.

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Transportation facilities in Taycheedah range from rural roadstastd U.S. highways. Residents
enjoy easy access to USH 151 and CTH WH. Just to the southwest of the & bl&il41 and 45, as
well as STH 23 directly to the south. Residents rely mainly on persdmalesto meet their
transportation needs. Other modes of transit, including light rail ancuagpiortation, are not available,
nor are they likely to be developed in the Town in the next 20 years.

WALKING & CYCLING OPPORTUNITIES

The safest areas for walking are within the community are
of Taycheedah, Peebles, and St. Peter. Conditions along
Lake Winnebago residences are also relatively safe. Towrg
and County roads have limited shoulder areas. These '
conditions may hinder safe pedestrian travel. Walking to
places of work, shopping, or entertainment is not realistic
most residents, given that the majority of jobs, goods, and
services are located outside of Town (in Fond du Lac and |
other nearby communities). This situation is not anticipate o
change over the next 20 years.

Trails. Taycheedah currently has two established trail routes
traversing the Town...the Peebles and Prairie trails. These and o
nearby trails are described below:

MASSTRANSIT

Fond du Lac Area Transit, a joint and cooperative effort between thefCGtgnd du Lac and Fond du
Lac County, provides bus, JOBTRANS, and Paratransit service to Fond du Lac smadbading area:

1. Bus Service Bus route #120 runs parallel to STH 23 just south of Taycheedah. The bus runs on
weekdays to serve Saint Mary Springs High School and the Aurora HeadtiC€ater. Route #20
runs just southwest of Taycheedah and loops through the northeast side of Fond du Lac

2. JOBTRANS. Residents living within the City of Fond du Lac are eligible to use #nisce as long
as their destination is within % of a mile from a fixed bus route. JOBTRi&N general public
shared ride taxi arrangement between Fond du Lac Area Transit andte axvaompany.
JOBTRANS’ marketing objective is to support work commuting, but theseiviavailable for any
purpose.

3. Paratransit Service.Paratransit service is also offered through Fond Du Lac Area Tranisitvan
provides curb-to-curb service to those considered eligible by the Amerigar3isabilities Act
Paratransit rules living within with 3/4 of a mile from a fixed bus rdige route #120). This
program offers a reduced fare to senior citizens (65 years of agieoy ahd qualifying handicapped
individuals.

Transit dependent Town residents who are not living within a sengeeaardefined by Fond du Lac

Area Transit must rely on the assistance of friends, family, ophivate transportation providers to meet

their needs.
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Mass transit via bus, high-speed rail, or other means is not likely todidisstd throughout Taycheedah
in the next 20 years given limited demand, low population density and a small peerdation base.
Simply put, Taycheedah cannot provide the ridership needed to support a coraptesystem serving
all areas of the Town.

WATER TRANSPORTATION

Water is a significant feature in Taycheedah with Lake Winnebagmguap the entire western border
of the Town (additional information about Lake Winnebago is provided in theulgrial, Natural and
Cultural Resources Chapter). The majority of the shoreline is cemtpoif single-family residential
properties. Boat launches and beaches in Taycheedah include Roosevelt PeskeanthR's Road Boat
Landing. The nearest larger port facilities are located in GreenIepoygan, and Milwaukee.

AIRPORTS

There are no airports in the Town of Taycheedah, however, one grasg kicstied just east of the
community of St. Peter. The strip is identified on the Green Bay Sec#wiadion chart as “restricted,”
meaning there are limits placed on the use of the facility. Theiginsis been utilized in the past for
family flying, fundraising events, emergency medi-vac landings, and aher Airstrips such as this are
valued for hobby flying and emergency extractions

The nearest airport to the Town of Taycheedah is the Fond du Lac County Aitpsfacility is

classified as a Transport/Corporate airport intended to serve derpeisa small passenger and cargo jet
aircraft. Commercial passenger service is not available at the ForatdTounty Airport. The airport
offers many services. These include fuel, parking, aircraft rent&] s®irs and sightseeing, aircraft
charters and maintenance. Medi-Vac service is also statiortesl omnd

du Lac County Airport. The nearest airports that provide regular
commercial passenger service are Outagamie Regional Airport in
Appleton, Austin Straubel International Airport in Green Bay, and
General Mitchell International Airport in Milwaukee.

According to the WisDOT State Airport System 2020 Plan, the Fond |du
Lac County Airport will continue to be classified as a

Transport/Corporate airport and provide air carrier and air cargicser
through 2020 and beyond. The airport will remain an important part g
the state’s air passenger system.

TRUCK TRANSPORTATION

USH 151 is the primary trucking route through Taycheedah. WisDQIT
has officially designated this corridor as a truck route. This ddasgna
is based on the design of the roadway to withstand truck weight ang
traffic. The Wisconsin Statutes define standards for the length,widt
and weight of trucks allowed on certain roadways to prevent road

degradation and untimely maintenance. Taycheedah has the option of
designating roadways as “Class B Highways” (see definition in box
above) through a Town ordinance. At this time there are no Class B

Highways in the Town.

FEDERAL TRANSPORTATION PLANNING

A number of federal and state policies guide the planning, development, madetesad operation of
the transportation network. Their implementation is accomplished veéteirelopment of regulations,
often with tight ties to funding. Federal regulations most closely tetatthis chapter include:

Title VI, Civil Rights Act, and specifically the Americans withsabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) and
the Executive Order concerning Environmental Justice;

Clean Air Act;

Planning requirements under the Inter-modal Surface TransportatiortficAct of 1991 (ISTEA),
and the subsequent Transportation Equity Act of 1998 (TEA-21); and,

Federal historic preservation regulations also affect transiporaianning, project development and
construction.

The most recent federal transportation planning efforts are includead WithiTransportation Equity Act
for the 21st Century (TEA-21). This act largely reaffirms the teofetse ISTEA. This legislation sets out
all federal transportation funding programs and their planning requirerk@ntiistance, TEA-21
describes the Transportation Enhancement Program, the minimum ledethtt will be funded, and

the general principles and intentions of the program. It also incledesements for transportation/land
use plans for urbanized areas. Administrative rules are used to impligvegse and other federal program
requirements. Monies from ISTEA and TEA-21 have been used to finance the USHriddr bypass
and will fund future improvements to STH 23 south of Taycheedah.

WDNR STATE RECREATIONAL TRAIL NETWORK |:"'LAN2

The State Recreational Trail Network Plgsee map on next page) was drafted by WDNR and approved
by the Wisconsin Natural Resources Board. The plan provides a longsigrpicture vision for
establishing a comprehensive trail network thru Wisconsin. It idengfiesting and proposed trails and
connections that would serve as the main corridors for a statewide stailnsyr he plan doesn't include
every trail in Wisconsin, just the major arteries. It focuses mainlypandoned rail corridors, utility
corridors, critical road connections, and natural feature corritatdink places where people live and
play, natural resource features, public lands, and other destinations.

TheState Recreational Trail Network Plaecognizes that trails developed by local units of governments
serve as critical links. Under the plan, WDNR staff will continue tdwath local governments and
encourage them to connect trails onto this network as they update local plans.

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In addition to the existing state and local trails described previoutiisichapter, th&tate Recreation

Trail Network Mapdentifies three prospective trail opportunities that could proftitiee transportation

and recreation opportunities to Taycheedah residents.

Sheboygan County. The segment of STH 23 right-of-way from Sheboygan to Greenbush i cu
known as the Old Plank Road Trail.

Trail #42 - From north to south, this corridor connects the Kettle Moraine Statstfdoethern

In the implementatimns®¢isDOT identified|
the roles and responsibilities of various levels of state and locafrgoent. Local governments are
encouraged to:

Develop, revise, and update long-term bicycle plans and maps;

Consider the needs of bicyclists in all street projects and buildleitacilities accordingly;
Promote and offer bicycle safety programs;

Consider providing locker room facilities for employees;

Consider bicycle racks on buses;

Encourage business involvement to increase bicycle commuting and otttenrfaltrips; and,
Help promote bike to work/school day.

Future trails within the Town will result ftoordination with Fond du Lac
County (with respect to planned County Trunk Highway upgrades), and coordinatiqoriwatte local
developers and citizen groups who may consider trails as part of subdivisaopteents.

WISCONSIN STATE HIGHWAY PLAN 202C°

Wisconsin's State Trunk Highway system, consisting of approximately 11,889ohroads, is aging
and deteriorating while traffic is increasing. The system consiigisly 11% of the total roadway miles
in Wisconsin, but carries about 60% of the total traffic. Recognizing thertance of the system,
WisDOT, in partnership with stakeholders, developedsDOT State Highway Plan 202Dhis
strategic plan considers the current condition of the highway systatgzes future uses, assesses
financial constraints, and outlines strategies to address Wisconssesvation, traffic movement, and
safety needs. The plan is updated every six years to reflect chamrgiggdrtation technologies, travel
demand, and economic conditions in Wisconsin.

The USH 151 bypass was undertaken as a result ¥¥i$ieOT State Highway Plan 2028TH 23 to the
south of Taycheedah is classified as a connector highway Wigi2gOT State Highway Plan 2020
which means it has been designated as a highly important state roadwayeghioksrwidening between
Fond du Lac and Plymouth.

USH 151 Corridor Bypass Construction on the USH 151 bypass began in 2002. It consists of a newly
constructed 8.1-mile highway from USH 41 south of Fond du Lac to Peebles. The bypass|pis:

A four-lane divided highway from USH 41 to STH 23.
Limited access to public roads with at-grade intersectigns.

A two-lane highway from STH 23 to the existing USH
151, just south of CTH WH. The two lanes are
constructed within the right-of-way to ultimately
accommaodate four lanes.

and Sheboygan Counties it serves two distinct user groups, motorists pasaigh the area and local
residents of the areas surrounding STH 23. In 1999, STH 23 was selected by thedit&irire to

receive funding for improvements. The objective of the STH 23 expansiontpsdje@dd capacity and

The STH 23 expansion project is still in the planning stages of developmentOWisis completed an
Environmental Impact Statement (EIS), which outlines the purpose and néagrfovements, three
possible construction alternatives and their respective environnsentequences. In April of 2005,
WisDOT decided the widening of STH 23 would be completed along the existing roofgp(aed to
two alternative alignments discussed in the EIS). Construction is dyrstaied for 2013.

WisDOT uses a six year Highway Improvement Plan to prepare budgéisuier projects. That plan
included the USH 151 bypass projects and identifies the STH 23 corridor ffooj20t3. WisDOT is
also working to prepare its long-range transportation plan through th2g&arConnections 2030 will
set forth a broad vision, as well as strategies and policies, foeadtdte’s transportation modes:
highways, rail, air, water, pedestrian, bicycle, transit and local roads.

MIDWEST REGIONAL RAIL INITIATIVE PLAN®

Since 1996, the Midwest Regional Rail Initiative (MWRRI) advanced froariassof service concepts;
including increased operating speeds, train frequencies, system comyaaitivitigh service reliability;
into a well-defined vision to create a*2dentury regional passenger rail system. This vision has been
transformed into a transportation plan known at the Midwest Regionabiagém (MWRRS). The
primary purpose of the MWRRS is to meet future regional travel neexigythsignificant improvements

to the level and quality of regional passenger rail
service. The major MWRRS elements will improye
Midwest travel. These elements include:

Use of 3,000 miles of existing rail rights-of-
way to connect rural, small urban and major
metropolitan areas throughout Minnesota,
lowa, Missouri, lllinois, Indiana, Ohio,
Michigan and Wisconsin;

Operation of “hub-and-spoke” passenger rail
system through Chicago to locations
throughout the Midwest;

Introduction of modern train equipment
operating at speeds up to 110 mph;
Provision of multi-modal connections to
improve system access; and,
Improvements in reliability and on-time
performance.

The cost to provide the improvements needed to
facilitate a Chicago-Milwaukee-St. Paul-Green Bay
Route would be $1.86 billion, including trains ang
infrastructure improvements (i.e. tracks). If the plpn
is carried out, residents of Taycheedah will be aljle
to access a train in Fond du Lac to connect in

Milwaukee to a high-speed rail line. The MWRRS has provided an éstohaelect ticket prices in their
plan. For instance, a non-business ticket from Milwaukee to Chicago (ditey the connector line to

FoND DU LAC COUNTY TRANSPORTATION PLANNING EFFORTS

The Fond du Lac County Highway Department does not have an officially ado
transportation plan. Such a plan will likely be developed as part of the Fona dul La
County “Smart Growth” Comprehensive Plan. Nevertheless, Fond du Lac Coufty
does plan for future transportation improvements as part of the annual budget
process. Current priorities for the Fond du Lac County Highway Departmémdén
continuing to provide required maintenance and improvements to existing coumty
roads. The Town of Taycheedah coordinates with the Fond du Lac County with
respect to these road improvements.

PASERRATING SYSTEM REPORT

All Taycheedah roads are evaluated in accordance with WisDOTresawrits using Pavement Surface
Evaluation and Rating (PASER). PASER is a visual inspection systdevelop a condition rating for
community roads. PASER is an important tool for smaller government unitmpdgimecause it gives a
picture of road conditions on all roads and can identify candidates foremante and rehabilitation.
Surface defects, cracking and potholes are all examined during a typidaRR#Valuation. Paved roads
are rated 1 — 10 based on their condition.

Roads are rated in segments. As a result, one portion of a particdanagaank as 9, whereas a
different segment may only rank a 6. These fluctuations can greatlytithpamverall need for
construction improvements.

According to the PASER manual, it is recommended that communities strit¢aitoaarating of 7 for all
paved roads. PASERWARE is a software program designed to help commumitséder different
scenarios for optimizing road maintenance and improvements expenses. UsERWARE, a
community can determine what sequence of improvements is recommended docerain goal (i.e.
get all roads to a 7 rating). PASERWARE also will provide cost estinfiateanaintenance and
construction projects. Technical and financial assistance witpribggam is available through the East
Central Wisconsin Regional Plan Commission.

INCREASED T RAFFIC AND SAFETY

As the Town’s population has increased traffic volumes on town

roads, county and state highways adjacent to the area have also
increased. In response to traffic volume increases in the Fond du
Lac area, WisDOT has undertaken the USH 151 bypass project.
Once completed, the USH 51 bypass will serve as a catalyst for

growth in the surrounding area.

In addition, plans are underway for a reconstruction of STH 23
from a 2-lane highway to a 4-lane expressway. According to
WisDOT, the project is not scheduled to begin until 2013.
However, a significant upgrade of the major east-west connection
through could have significant affects upon the Town of
Taycheedah.

Increasing traffic volumes on local highways and roads are major
reason for pending construction projects in and around the town.
To address traffic issues associated with increasing traffic
volumes, the following actions should be considered. Final
improvement decisions would be based on specific traffic
studies.

1. Require larger setbacks along major and minor arterials

In addition, trail development isr@ged within subdivisions and
along USH 151 in accordance with WDNR and WisDOT plans. As county and town reagsyeaded,
opportunities for trails should also be considered.

It is important to note that not all residents favor trails and bigypeles. Two common issues expressed
by residents opposed to trails are the potential for decreases in pradees, and impacts on private
property (i.e. vandalism and crime). Studies have shown that trails pohecadiase property values for
homes located along established trail routes and increase exposure (asidfprédcal businesses that
have trail access. Elevated vandalism and crime rates have not éeetiosgy trail routés

CREATING A WALKABLE COMMUNITY °
Walkable communities provide commercial and residential developmategés to enhance

opportunities for multi-modal transportation. Local ordinances can ftedlta include requirements that
trails be incorporated into future residential subdivision projects. Bygdsm, the Town can work toward

Enforce speed limits in residential areas. To promote a walkablegoity, motorists must respect
speed limits in all areas, but particularly near those places where meogjregate (i.e. in
subdivisions and trail crossings).

FARM EQUIPMENT

The Town of Taycheedah has strong ties to agriculture. Town residkats
pride in its farming operations and believe farming should be an important pa
of the Town’s future. Modern agricultural operations often requirades to
travel between fields and facilities with farm equipment on local rddusse
large, slow moving vehicles can present a potential hazard for otiterists.

To improve safety, the Town may want to consider installation of warning
signage and, in some areas, wider shoulders to make passing easier.

A few roads in Taycheedah have limited shoulder areas where vegetatxmtg the edge of the
pavement. This situation presents some potential issues with stemdngihage, pedestrian and cyclist
use of right-of-ways, and limited sight distances. To address thislseuBywn could pursue a more
aggressive brush removal effort to clear ditches. Many Wiscomsimd have programs to annually (or
semi-annually) clear ditches.

RoAD M AINTENANCE CONCERNS

At the Kick-Off Meeting, a few residents listed sub-standard tratedon features and inadequate road
maintenance as perceived weaknesses of the Town of Taycheedalaytheedah Land Division
Ordinanceprovides requirements for street design that are consistent aithdstidelines and
requirements enforced in surrounding Towns. The revised developmemt proeess recommended in
the Housing Chapter provides additional opportunities for technidaweand public education that may
help to address these perceptions. With respect to perceived mairteanoerns, Taycheedah may wish
to consider using PASERWARE and a Capital Improvements Plan and budgeitasal tools to assist
in road maintenance activities.
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TRANSPORTATION BUDGETING

One of the most critical issues associated with transportation isghef@doad maintenance and
improvements. Town road projects are a major expense and can consumelalargéthe Town
budget. This plan recommends strategies to help Taycheedah to efydutidgét for these costs over
time.

As stated earlier, the Town evaluates and prioritizes which roadsmaintenance through annual
“tour” of Taycheedah. A representative of the Fond du Lac County Highwayn@&sion accompanies
the Town Board in order to assist them in rating the roads. The Boarglémsrfor improvements at
special and budget meetings. One way to formalize this process is to enpl@apital Improvements
Plan (CIP). The CIP process typically plans for expenditures five years inttines. In order to
develop a CIP, it is necessary to first identify and then prioritizeatapipenditures. An estimated cost
and means of financing each capital expenditure is then documented. The elgsineditures are
compared to the budget to determine annual spending priorities. Thisgpnetesto ensure that
improvements are made in a logical order and do not “surprise” Town Isffazigaxpayers. Fond du Lac
County employs a CIP to prioritize transportation improvements.

Aside from costs associated with the transportation network, CIPsdcarceammunity in preparing and
budgeting for vehicle replacement and repair, office equipment, and otherguuifienent and facilities
such as municipal buildings. Presently, the Town Board addresses thesd typessannuallyat the
special and budget meetings along with transportation improvements.

GENERAL TRANSPORTATION AID

General Transportation Aid is the second largest program in WisDfdifiget. The program returns
approximately 30% of all state-collected transportation revenuefu@ldaxes and vehicle registration
fees). This aid helps to offset the cost of county and municipal road comwstynchintenance and other
transportation-related costs.

State aid is paid to each county and municipality that pays a portion of taeahgient costs for such
activities as road and street reconstruction, filling potholes, snow a¢ngoading shoulders, marking
pavement, and repair of curb and gutters.

RusTIC ROADS

The Wisconsin Legislature established the Rustic Roads Prograr in
1973 to help citizens and local units of government preserve what
remains of Wisconsin's scenic, lightly traveled country roads.
Unique brown and yellow signs mark the routes of all officially
designated Rustic Roads. These routes provide bikers, hikers, ahd
motorists an opportunity to leisurely travel through some of
Wisconsin's scenic countryside. The Tomay submit an

In order to begin the process for Rustic Road designation, the Town should idantfglate roads it
would like to see considered for inclusion in the Rustic Roads system. Thaamextould be to initiate
and circulate petitions among resident property owners along the candatht®isDOT encourages
local governments to work with civic, recreational, and environmental gtoypslicize and encourage
the success of the Rustic Roads program.

LocAL TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT PROGRAM

The Local Transportation Enhancement Program provides funding to local gowésrand state
agencies for projects that will improve a transportation project. Whdgsrogram, federal funds may
account for up to 80% of the proje@tisDOT administers the money based on 12 eligible project
categories:

Providing facilities for bicycles and pedestrians;

Offering safety and educational activities for pedestrians andlisitsy

Acquiring scenic easements and scenic or historic sites;

Sponsoring scenic or historic highway programs including the provision ddttand welcome
centers;

Landscaping and other scenic beautification;

Preserving historic sites;

Rehabilitating and operating historic transportation buildings and stegctu

Preserving abandoned railway corridors;

Controlling and removing outdoor advertising;

Conducting archaeological planning and research;

Mitigating water pollution due to highway runoff or reducing vehicle causatlifgiimortality; and,
Establishing transportation museums.

LocAL ROADS | MPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Established in 1991, this biennial WisDOT reimbursement program providess0pa funding to local
units of government for the costs associated with improving seriously dat@gocounty highways,
town roads, and municipal streets in cities and villages under the auttfahylocal government.
Projects are required to have a minimum design life of 10 years. Afiplis are submitted through the
county highway commissioners by November 15 of the odd humbered years, and aréudidsributed
in the first year.
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There are three entitlement components for funding road improvements:

County Highway Improvement component (CHIP);
Town Road Improvement component (TRIP); and,
Cities and villages under Municipal Street Improvement component (MSIP).

In addition to those, there are three discretionary programs that allow tolagygs, cities and counties
to apply for additional funds for high-cost projects. The Town Road Discegy component program
allows applications from towns when the project costs more than $100,00Cyli@tes and counties
are allowed to apply when the amount is over $250,000 under their respective programs

| SSUES ANDOPPORTUNITIES

The Issues and Opportunities Chapter establishes the framework for plarménthapter lists strengths,
weaknesses, opportunities and threats, as well as important lagzd iddntified by residents. These
ideas provide the basis for developing this plan. The Transportation CWegt® was created in
response to the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, threats and vakssedxp the Issues and
Opportunities Chapter. This Transportation Vision will impact the Wwaylown considers and approves
changes to the transportation network. To realize the vision preseiésichapter, the Town should
focus on maintaining its quality roadways and establishing bicycle routes.

HOUSING

Each new home developed is estimated to generate nearly 10 vehiclertdpg p€hese include trips by
the resident(s) to school, work, shopping, and other destinations, as wefisalsy tschool busses, postal
route drivers, private delivery services, service repair pravj@dc. to the home. This increased traffic,
over time, impacts traffic volumes on the road network. As a result, @iteatisportation impacts
should continue to be considered with any new subdivision and commercial devalppojects. As
necessary, the Town may want to require traffic impact studiestasf plae plat approval process to
ensure that new development will not overwhelm existing transportatiitiéa.

AGRICULTURAL , NATURAL AND CULTURAL RESOURCES

The critical question with respect to the Agricultural, Natural anku€l Resources Chapter and this
chapter is: how will changes to the transportation system impact geryagon / protection of
environmental resources? Given the development limitations presentedbyéddands and geologic
features in Taycheedah, new road construction (and associated developnstrntinue to respect
these attributes in accordance with Taycheedah’s codes and ordinamegls aa<County, State, and
Federal regulations.

UTILITIES AND COMMUNITY FACILITIES

How will Taycheedah ensure that the transportation decisions are madsesungith the existing and
proposed utility network? The answer is realized in the Future Land Us&€helpereby the location of

Although transportation is not the only influence on land use, it is impootéet &aware that decisions
regarding the transportation system may impact land use both dinedtigdirectly. Direct impacts are
caused by the construction of a new transportation facility, changes to émgefasility, and/or
decisions to change traffic patterns along a facility. These may megulsitive or negative impacts.
Efforts were made to plan for land uses along local roadways and promote rdopdent adjacent to
existing development so that existing roads can be utilized.
