Winneconne Kicks Off Compr ehensive Planning Pr ocess!

September 14, 2005. The Winneconne Middle
School was host to the first meeting in the process
to develop the Village of Winneconne
Comprehensive Plan for 2025. Approximately 40
residents attended this event which was facilitated
by Amy Emery, AICP and Jeff Sanders of OMNNI
Associates. The meeting officially starts a 2-year
effort that will result in a 20-year plan for growth
and development in Winneconne.

The Winneconne Plan is being developed to comply
with the requirements of 1999 Wisconsin Act 9,
more generally known as the * Smart Growth” Law.
The plan will include information about Village
residents from the U.S. Census information, natural
resources, businesses, housing, and infrastructure.

The Village believesit isimportant that a plan be
developed to ensure that goals and expectations for
the future are decided by the people who live, work
and play in the community. The Town of
Winneconne and Winnebago County have already
developed their own plans, but Winneconne needs
its own comprehensive plan for the future. Without
aplan, development decisions are made by

devel opers — often motivated solely by profits
instead of what is good for the community. The
primary objective of the Winneconne planning
process isto ask residents and landowners what
they want to seein 2025. Thisinformation will be
the foundation for creating a true community plan.
