Introduction

A diversified, well-balanced transportation system is a major factectaff growth and quality of life in a community. The transportation syskests to move people,
goods, and services both through and within the community. Planning for the various modes otdtasgone of the most important components of the
Comprehensive Plan for the Village of Winneconne.

Winneconne’s transportation system consists of local streets, a state higheasl roads and sidewalks. STH 116 is the principal arterial connectingtladavest
side of the Village. This chapter examines the transportation network, inclugiimyraary of existing transportation plans, studies, and assessments, and pristidés g
recommendations to address future transportation needs and desires.

Wisconsin’'s Comprehensive Planning Law includes 14 goals for local compreheasinggl The goals listed below specifically relate to planning for transiporta

Encouragement of neighborhood designs that support a range of transportation choices.
Encouragement of coordination and cooperation among nearby units of government.
Providing an integrated, efficient, and economical transportation systeafftrdis mobility, convenience and safety and that meets the needs ofafs;itncluding transit dependent and disabled citizens.

Transportation Vision

In 2025, Winneconne provides a well-connected system of local streets and walkways that provide for the safe and efficient movement of people and goods. Residents
take advantage of organized transit choices and infrastructure that connect Winneconne with the Fox Valley. Walking, boating and biking are the primary choices for
transportation within the Village. Trails and sidewalks are an integral part of the transportation network, providing connections between neighbors, neighboring
communities, schools, parks, and the greater region. Beyond trails, Village residents enjoy quiet walks on Village streets and cycling on designated routes in and around
the Village. Transportation routes provide easy access to the Village’s business centers and industrial park.

Vision, Values, and SWOT Exercises
During the Values phase of the Kick-Off meeting held at Winneconne Middle Schoeptantber 14, 2005, Village residents identified the community as walkable and bikerablging easy access to Downtown.

Highway connections were identified as strength of the community, while too mtichitréghe Village, lack of downtown parking, lack of public transit, and sidewalke wientified as weaknesses. More sidewalks,
narrowing the roads, and better traffic patterns were viewed as opportbgitieseting participants.

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Inventory of Existing Transportation Facilities

This section provides a description of the transportation choices currenthbéevailthe Village of Winneconne.

PEDESTRIAN FACILITIES

Most Americans rely on the automobile as their primary source of transporaédestrians are often overlooked in many plans, particularly those in sm

rural Villages. Yet, many of America’s worst health problems, such as heaaisdi, high blood pressure, and obesity, are directly related to a sedesiytg.li
Since World War 1, cities and rural areas alike have evolved into a habitasmtae to cars than people. Many residents may find it difficult to get s&erci
partly because their living situations require them to commute everyiwhear. Modern planning for towns, villages, and cities emphasize development

patterns more suitable to alternative forms of transportation, includingngalkhese new approaches recommend that residential development be built ajound
the concept of “walkable neighborhoodé/alkable neighborhoods promote social interaction, community safety, and physiesd fideally, new residential
development consistent with walkable criteria should be within a quarter mid&-do 10-minute walk, of a destination point (e.g., school, shopping, park
church, etc.). Trails are often used to provide connections between neighborhoods, cosyranditiegional destinations.

Generally, there are two classifications of walkers: people who watkedogation and exercise and those who walk for transportation purposes. People
walk as their primary transportation choice are usually without alterndéwgs seniors and youth who cannot drive). Most people walk when it is convenignt.
Walking facilities in the Village are available at this time. @Givee layout, more particularly the central location of major facilitiesdchools, shopping,
churches, parks, the library and post office, walking is a convenient option for mangnedbinne.

Presently, there are five walking paths located in the Village, as shown Bratisportation Network MagPaths range from 0.8 to 3.0 miles and are found on sidewalks and roadways. The Village
has named the paths by color and paints the corresponding color on the walking path allexsitgeasily follow the route. Metal signs are also placed every Y2 mitgtaitrail labeling the

routes. Sponsors provide signs, with sponsor names on the signs. Volunteers assist iitehamoaiof existing paths and help plan new connections in the community. Curremaveabeen well
planned and allow for easy connections with existing facilities in the community

The walking paths have been strongly encouraged and promoted by the Winnebago CdtmDdpaeament. The Health Department has worked with Winneconne in the develabtnent0,000
Steps Program. This program is meant to increase a person’s daily plwkichlwill result in a healthier lifestyle. The Winnebago County Health Depattoffers incentives to participants who
meet their goals by awarding prizes. For more information about this prograse plentact the Winnebago County Health Department or the Village.

When people walk in Winneconne, for recreation or as an alternative means of tedimgpdltey do so on sidewalks, marked paths and roads share giila
cars and trucks. A smaller population combined with low traffic volumes on marsyrohds makes the Village a relatively safe place to walk. Howe
as the population increases over the next twenty years, corresponding Boree@ic on these roads may greatly reduce pedestrian safety. Ome wiaigh the Village may
increase opportunities for safe walking in the community is to require that degellogdade trails and sidewalks within all new residential developmentcpgoféonservation
subdivisions often include trails as a key component of their design (for addititoratation on conservation subdivisions, refer to Chapter 7). Many areas of the didamgpt
have sidewalks. The Village could make the community more walkable by addigvgatis to all areas. Components of the trail network in each residential and cahmerc
development can then be linked to form the foundation of a community wide sidewalk sysisnVillge residents enjoy the current walkable environment; however,
walkability may be less favorable in the future as development increase®enganple travel through the community. It is important for the Village to considestpad
linkages when a new development is proposed to eliminate any negative impaetgjoality of life of residents living in the outermost neighborhoods.

BicYCLING OPPORTUNITIES

Bicycle usage falls into two categories - utility and recreationdityJbicycling, or bicycling as a form of transportation, is most common fod@ml Without bicycle trails, or
designated bike lanes, utility bicycling must occur on roads shared by cars &sd$afe biking opportunities in the Village are extremely limited atithis. Recreational
bicycling can be divided into on-road and off-road uses. On-road users utilize,stvads, and paved trails.

Presently the Village of Winneconne has no biking or walking trails spdlyiftesigned for these modes of transportation. The current path systernadgseand sidewalks for walkers, but bikers are not allowed to use
these. Local trails are needed to complement a sidewalk system and provideadthoices for pedestrians, bicyclists and outdoor enthusiasts. Idealbyatd sidewalks would be installed on all existing walking paths.
Many areas of these paths already have sidewalks in place, makinglsidédiions the most practical options in these situations. There is the potess#llish trails in the Village. Through the subdivision review
process, it may be possible for Winneconne to work with developers to locate thessdgaeant to one another. Trails are recommended in subdivision to allow users to caexistthy walking paths and sidewalk
connections by walking or biking. Over the long term the vision is to create a ketixgneenways through Winneconne. While the primary purpose of these corrigdoceigrol stormwater, secondary opportunities
include their use as wildlife corridors and as a potential greenway tnaibrket

Local bicycle facilities, including trails and routes (either paved shautmterisually narrowed roadways), are necessary to provide safe areagdbstsidBicyclists are not recommended to use existing walking paths due
to safety concerns. Bicyclists should remain on roadways versus the sidewalk afeé/tomcerns with walkers. Ideally, bicycle routes will eventuedlyerse the Village providing links to residential areas, recreation
areas, commercial areas, and other destination points. The Winnebago County CusiyaéHan does not identify bicycling routes in the Village. The plan shows proposedtodine edge of the Village limits on STH

116 & Grant St. To connect the Winnebago County proposed routes. Additional routes are recomonéinel&tlfage. Proposed routes continue on STH 116 and Grant St. These routes will connepbtespr

Winnebago County routes located on both sides of the Village. By connecting these roytéist ban easily travel through the Village and have convenient acdessilt facilities.

In order for the Village to connect both sides of the city for bicycle accessficatidns to the bridge on STH 116 are needed. The current metal grate in thettmdridge creates a difficult situation for bicyclists. The
grate creates unsafe conditions for bicyclists trying to cross thgelveecause of the uneven surface and narrow lane. Bicyclists are unable to pasglewéiie because of pedestrian traffic and people fishing from the
bridge. In order to create a safe bicycle route, the Village should work VDT to develop a safer crossing.

WISDOT has recommended design and safety standards for bicycle routes. din@éselstrange from bicycle lanes, lower road speeds, proper locations of utiliy modelrainage grates, and wider roads to name a few.

If the Village were to designate roads as bicycle routes, the saféty bictyclist must be a priority. Bicyclist will avoid these routes and usereliff roads if road conditions are unsafe. The Village should work with the
WISDOT and local bicycle clubs to ensure these routes are safe for motodigtie eclist.

SNOWMOBILE TRAILS

The Association of Wisconsin Snowmobile Clubs (AWSC) was formed in 1969 in Minocqua t@sdmepresent snowmobile owners and riders in the state. The AWSC is a non-profit

organization of local snowmobile clubs dedicated to the welfare of recreationahsbding. There are currently thirteen AWSC affiliated clubs located in Videxge County with one, the

Winneconne Wolfrunners, located in the Village of Winneconne. There are approyiffQehiles of available trails groomed by Winnebago County, with an additional 80 mitateddgy the

: AWSC clubs located in the county. The AWSC trails are established betwdiatedfftlubs and private landowners that allow the group to groom and use portion of {haitiggoUse of these

mmm trails is dependent upon snow coverage. A snowmobile trail traverses the Vidlabe wridge; therefore one sidewalk over the bridge is not shoveled. This trail sbgdriodically evaluated

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MASS TRANSIT

Mass transit via bus, high-speed rail or other means is not available within tigee\édfl8Vinneconne. Future expansion of a bus service may be possible with the growthilkddbeald the surrounding communities. The
Village has no plans to establish any passenger rail transit servicek Anghride lot is located on CTH S, just west of the USH 45 and the STH 116 interchautige pApulation of the Village ages, both the need and the
market for some form of public transportation will grow.

STREETS AND HIGHWAYS

Map is an important tool allowing local governments to preserve corridors foe fLapacity expansion, access controls, and to reduce the impacts
o of future development with possible turn lanes, bypass lanes, and intersection imptevém@fficial Map, if developed, must be updated on a
0 timely basis to keep pace with development.

# TRUCK TRANSPORTATION

Truck traffic is a common concern for residents, with speed, noise, and volumereaim@facontention. Since it is all but impossible to segregate
truck traffic from automobile, WisDOT designates state highways and igpgeotfunty highways and local roads as truck routes. The designation is based updy effag®rs including: service to local business;
proximity to schools, churches, and other places where people congregate; andifytlod algiven roadway to withstand the greater weights associatedradk traffic. The designated truck route in the Village is STH
116.

Wisconsin State Statutes define standards for the length, width, and weigitkefadiowed on certain roadways to prevent road degradation and untimely maimtdinemne are steps Winneconne can take to focus the
truck traffic to streets that are suitable for heavy traffic. Thesgaad objectives in this chapter discuss this concept and others related to truckt&t@mso greater detail.

Wisconsin Statutes permit a municipality to designate certain stnetbiis municipality as routes for "heavy traffic,” defined as any velith a gross weight in excess of 6,000 pounds, and to prohibit heavy traffic from
using any street in the municipality that is not designated a heavy tmafte; except for soliciting orders and making deliveries. The statutes m#ratatenunicipality may not prohibit heavy traffic from using a state
trunk highway that passes through the municipality. A municipality that adopts sudtireanoe must erect appropriate signs to give notice of the ordinance. Consedueiijage could designate STH 116, plus any
other streets the Village chooses to designate, as heavy traffic routesaapdraffic would be prohibited on all other Village streets, except fantsodj orders and making deliveries.

WATER TRANSPORTATION

The Wolf Rivers enters Winneconne from Lake Winneconne flowing in a southextyidir before exiting the Village into Lake Butte Des Morts. Histogcttle Wolf served as a vital transportation route linking Lake
Winnebago with Winneconne. The river still remains a popular destination for aagterecreational boaters. It still serves as a commercial trangportaite for local businesses along the water providing an opportunity
for patrons to dock their boat. The Village of Winneconne has 2 public boat landings locatedioRifst Street and NortH®3Avenue.

AIRPORTS

There are no airports located in the Village and no plans exist for the developraeunomercial airport in the near future. The nearest airport is Courtney Plérhanding Strip located south of STH 116 in the Town
of Winneconne. The airstrip is located approximately %2 mile east of the Villags.Uders of the airstrip own homes along the north shoreline of Lake Butte Desdvidrhave private hangars for their aircrafts. Other
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airports include Outagamie County Regional Airport (Air Carrier/Air Cargoppleton, and Austin Straubel International Airport (Air Carrier/Airgoann Green Bay. These airports meet current resident needs for travel
and business freight and are expected to do so into the foreseeable future.
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Summary of Existing Transportation Plans, Studies, and Projects

WISCONSIN STATE HIGHWAY PLAN 2020

Wisconsin's State Trunk Highway system, consisting of approximately 11,88 ohiloads, is aging and deteriorating at th
same time traffic is increasing. In response, WisDOT, in partnershipta/gbakeholders, developed WWesDOT State
Highway Plan 2020a strategic plan that considers the highway system's current conditiozearfatyre uses, assesses
financial constraints, and outlines strategies to address Wisconsies/ptiEs, traffic movement, and safety needs. The plgn
is updated every six years to reflect changing transportation techrsltvgieel demand, and economic conditions in
Wisconsin.

There are no current highway improvement plans pending with Winneconne for thiwegetars. A plan that may affect the

Village is the expansion of USH 45. An expansion from two to four lanes of USH 45 willfoocouCTH G to CTH L.
Tentatively, construction will begin in the summer of 2007.

Develop, revise, and update long-term bicycle plans and maps;

Consider the needs of bicyclists in all street projects and build bicyclgéiéaciccordingly;
Promote and offer bicycle safety programs;

Consider providing locker room facilities for employees;

Consider bicycle racks on buses;

Encourage business involvement as a means to increase bicycle commuting
and other functional trips; and,

Help promote bike to work/school day.
WDNR STATE RECREATIONAL TRAIL NETWORK PLAN?
The State Trail Network Plan (see map at right) was drafted by WbNR@proved by the Wisconsin Natural Resources

Board. The plan provides a long-term, big-picture vision for establishing a compveheait network for the state. It
identifies existing and proposed trails and connections that would serve as the nidanscfor a statewide trail system. The

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plan doesn't include every trail in the state, just the major arteriesukds mainly on abandoned rail corridors, utility corridors, critical road coomgcand natural feature corridors that link places where people live and
play, natural resource features, public lands, and other destinations.

The plan recognizes that trails developed by local units of governments serntieadioks. Under the plan, DNR staff will continue to work with local governmantsencourage them to connect trails onto this network
as they update local plans.

PAVEMENT SURFACE EVALUATION AND RATING

The Pavement Surface Evaluation and Rating (PASER) system is used to dlialsatéace condition of roadway pavement. Using specially equipped vehicles amceddv@mputer software, transportation engineers
analyze and evaluate a road network to develop a PASER rating (see Tablehigh(3% then used to determine future maintenance and improvement needs. Roadaarfated on a scale from one to ten, with ten
representing the highest condition and one the lowest. A rating of one or two regfairespiacement of the road surface. Ratings of nine or ten require no mainterauveay® with ratings between three and eight
require varying levels of maintenance that may include crack sealing; paitating, seal coating, structural improvements, or leveling.

Jurisdiction over transportation facilities and services is divided amongbkkwars of government (e.g., State Highways and Village Roads). Pldanthg transportation network in the Village of Winneconne requires
coordination among these jurisdictions. During the development of this plan, the \@tsgeahed regional and state transportation plans, policies, and programsuks thegransportation goals, policies, objectives, and
programs in the Comprehensive Plan seek to complement state and regional traosjgorés] objectives, policies, and programs by providing local transportatiotiefaaihd services that connect to county/regional and
state facilities.

Transportation Issues, Concerns, and Opportunities

DEPENDENCY ON AUTOMOBILES

The majority of residents in Winneconne commute to jobs in the nearby employmens oéfi@shkosh, Fond du Lac, Appleton, the Fox Cities, and elsewhere. Fuel costs haweab#gnising for the past decade and
will continue to do so, both in the short- and long-terms. Existing development patternsiriesiger commutes from home to work. While traffic congestion is not yet a ngjeriis Winneconne, anticipated population
increases during the next twenty years will create additional straitiee road network. One option available to Village residents is the park and ride & locadbse proximity to USH 45. This makes carpooling easier
for Village residents, but it doesn’'t necessarily decrease the dependematporobiles. For other segments of the population, particularly children and seniorewhalade to drive, safe and convenient mobility makes
them reliant upon the availability of friends or family to get to school, parks, shoppinghandlestinations.

Too MUCH TRAFFIC

When examining the SWOT exercise results, traffic congestion is the corhama.tMain St./STH 116 is identified most often as the greatest trafficrnpagth having too much traffic on it. This is a difficult situation
for the Village to address since Main St. is the main road connecting the eastsarsithes of the Village. This road is also one of the few east/west conneotissiag the river, making it a highly desirable commuting
route for people going to work or tourists. It is not easy to decrease traffimeslon roads without rerouting the entire road around the Village, which is too ciftig. alming techniques are available to slow traffic,
creating a safer driving and walking environment.

Traffic calming is still a relatively new concept to the United &dt@nd only recently began receiving great attention in the United States.iMEiirope, traffic calming has been around for awhile, especially since the
1970’s in Germany, Denmark and the Netherlands. The basic idea behind traffitgaaladding roadway features that will cause drivers to reduce thedsspeeatures can include speeds bumps, road narrowing, and
streetscaping to name a few. These features have a psychologiael on drivers, causing them to slow down. Research has shown that drivers re&at todakand traffic conditions rather than speed limit signs. Traffic
calming techniques will not reduce traffic flows in the Village, but it will @ase safety. Examples of useful traffic calming techniques for treg¥iihclude:
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Bumpouts: Corner bumpouts improve safety by giving pedestrians a better ligktatlsen crossing a street and shorten the crossing distance. The roadh&rawed, which psychologically causes traffic to slow
down.

Roundabouts: Roundabouts are affective at controlling traffic and congested titrssé&oundabouts moderate traffic speeds, provide safer crossings for peslesiiare less expensive than traffic lights. When
future traffic concerns arise, the Village is encouraged to consider rounslaisaan alternative to installing traffic lights.

Center Island Narrowings: A center island narrowing is a raised islanédacathe center of the roadway. Road space is used in the construction, resulting ithiegaf the street. Center islands increase
pedestrian safety, have a positive aesthetic value if designed properlylacel speeds by narrowing the roadway.

Traffic speeds: Reducing traffic speeds or stricter enforcementrentspeed limits will help calm traffic.

Bike Lanes: Bike lanes narrow roadways, causing drivers to slow. Thisigeie could potentially reduce traffic volume by creating safer placésins to commute, reducing the amount of automobile traffic.

The Village is encouraged to incorporate traffic calming techniques inttuamg streetscaping designs.

TRANSPORTATION BUDGETING

Road maintenance and improvement costs are a major expense and can consumieaadarfne local budget. The development of a capital improvements plan (@ IR)dget can aid in anticipating and funding future
transportation needs. A CIP is a five to six year short-range plan with updatesing annually. A transportation-oriented CIP outlines a community’s cégmaneeds and purchase plans, including:

Park acquisition and improvements

Public buildings improvements and maintenance

Emergency vehicle purchase and replacement

Trail development

Street improvements (e.g. widening, crosswalks, signalization, corridorsstattig

Capital items are generally defined as those items that are expgusi85,000 or more) and will last at least 3-5 years. The CIP also includes imenbyeojects required for the community’s future and the appropriate
timeline and funding to be followed to implement the improvements. The general stegsdnnalieveloping and maintaining a CIP include:

Identifying desired capital items. Items should be categorized ly(typ road, fire, water, sewer, etc.). This process should involve staff, residemtsomimission, and elected officials.
Estimating the cost and means of financing each capital expenditure.
Comparing the desired expenditures to the budget to determine annual spendingsprioritie

The CIP process helps to ensure that improvements are made in a logicahdrdiemnat surprise local officials or taxpayers. Moreover, a CIP allows the cotyrtufdcus on needs and goals and establish rational
priorities.

Utility districts are another tool used to provide a variety of public servicggrovements including roads, sewers, stormwater, electricity and waligy.districts establish a "district fund” to finance improvements.
These funds are obtained through taxation of property within the district. Sevgiseare covered through direct billings.

Another financing option to consider is the creation of a transportation utilitan&gortation utility deals specifically with transportation infrastmec- including design, construction and reconstruction, operation, and

maintenance of streets, sidewalks, street lighting, signalization, arajsignrights-of-way. These activities are currently funded throughadpssiessments, limited state and federal aids, and general revenige&iom
property taxes. The transportation utility raises revenue by charging@pérpy owners based on the amount of traffic their property generates.

recreational facilities of the Village.To ensure future water acdesy/ilage should:

Continue to provide public access, or increase access through the additon of public boat Enchbloat slips.
Encourage business owners to continue to support waterfront access to their businesdibyg poat slips for their customers.
Promote trail/sidewalk access along the riverfront to allow easy movemasedistrians.

The Wolf River waterfront access is a unique feature of Winneconne and needsaiotaéed for future generations. The Village should continue to provide convenient
transportation access for residents and vistors. vI
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SIDEWALK CONNECTIONS

The Village of Winneconne has STH 116 connecting the east and west sides of the coniihisnibad has traffic volumes that present a challenge to pedestrians lgstd. cyq
As Winneconne continues to grow, considerations for safe pedestrian access inéotid¢s must be considered. During this planning process, concerns werehatised t
sidewalk connections are not continuous throughout Winneconne. Specific examples lcited inc

A general lack of sidewalks throughout the Village.

To remedy this situation, the Village should create a Sidewalk Plan. A SidewalinBludes recommendations for new sidewalks, extensions of existing wallandyepair
and maintenance procedures. The goal of a Sidewalk plan is to create a mobéevealkanunity. The Village should also consider the need for wider sidewalks (@08’ 6’

wide) to be installed along collectors, arterials and other popular areaswadidiers and cyclists share sidewalks. In addition, the Village should aosisidieng bike lanes on

streets where bicycles and pedestrians share sidewalks and there is low trparking on the street (since on-street bike lanes usually require remoxingar where the
street is wide enough to accommodate parking, bicycle lanes, and traffic laess.ifiprovements will become increasingly important as development continue®otethe
fringes of the community.

Winneconne does not currently have a sidewalk maintenance program. While sidetediiition is important, maintenance is just as important. Currently, sidewalissepair
are maintained based on complaint. A more comprehensive process is neededinalsigewalk installation and maintenance priorities.

MuULTI-USE TRAIL DEVELOPMENT

As described elsewhere in this chapter, trail development is a prioritis daraineeded to complement sidewalks because:

Sidewalk connections do not cover all areas of Winneconne.

Sidewalks are situated, for the most part, along streets and roads. Intctraitasnay be located adjacent to natural areas. As a result, traildgoeoriore scenic and

peaceful recreation environment.
Sidewalk connections are not as direct as trail connections in some areeslgolyrto gain access to regional parks.
Sidewalks end at the Village Limits. Cyclist and pedestrians need traistinue through the region.

The Village should work with the WisDOT to evaluate oppi@s$uni enhance pedestrian and bicycle
facilities along STH 116. Along with STH 116, the Village shall work with theag#l of Winneconne and Winnebago County to develop a trail system linking the areasilidigleeith the Village. This will be discussed

more in the Intergovernmental Cooperation Element.

EAST / WEST CONNECTIVITY

One of the Village’s greatest assets, the Wolf River is also a bartiee easy flow of people and goods from the east and west sides of Winneconne. ThedgiaBri8ge is the only connection between east and west and
is shared by automobiles, bicyclists, and pedestrians. No railings saparaégious bridge users, creating a significant safety concern fastpads and bicyclists. Options for alleviating this issue are limited, plyma

due to budget considerations. When upgrades or replacement are required at some pdirttire,tdesign guidelines should allow for a more user-friendly structure, petyicuith regard to alternative forms of
transportation.

Another option to alleviating congestion on the bridge would be to construct a pedestriacyaledsiiucture spanning the river. This second crossing would provide for more oatyriaetween east- and west-side
neighborhoods and reduce the safety risk for pedestrians and bicyclists on the BiiBi&ige. However, the economic cost and engineering challengesawhgra bridge for the sole use of pedestrians and bicyclists may
be prohibitive.

WINNECONNE AS A WALKABLE COMMUNITY?

The Issues and Opportunities Element establishes the framework for plannirigealifeom which this plan has been developed. That vision will affect the way thge/df Winneconne considers and approves changes

to the transportation network. It will also guide the Village’s participationtimiges sponsored by WisDOT and Winnebago County. To realize the vision, and support thetatdospasion presented in this chapter, the
Village will seek to maintain its quality road network and expand multi-moalaportation opportunities aimed at improving bicycle and pedestrian access.

HOUSING ELEMENT
The Village of Winneconne will require that subdivision streets be built to minimamdastds and require that developers comply with local requirements regaadsgrtd multi-modal access. The Village will encourage

development patterns that provide multi-modal connections between neighborhoods andessfantyegress where subdivision streets connect to Village and Vilage and county and state highways. The Village
will explore ways in which connections between existing and future subdivisions caproged through the development of trail or path connections within open space corridors.

AGRICULTURAL, NATURAL AND CULTURAL RESOURCES

The Village of Winneconne possesses a variety of a superb river corridor, webiayaoiss, and floodplains. These features contribute to the character of the commuhigycpradity of life of its residents. The
development of recreational trails is encouraged so as to provide access toetes@@dto enhance enjoyment for residents and visitors.

UTILITIES AND COMMUNITY FACILITIES

A close relationship exists between the Transportation Element and the&Jéhtl Community Facilities Element. This is due to the fact that trartgpoféilities, and the transportation network, are the most frequently
utilized community facility. Access to schools, parks, and other public areagrsvied by providing transportation choices beyond the automobile. This plan seeks togenaocess via trails and sidewalks to link these
important community features to nearby neighborhoods.

EcoNomIC DEVELOPMENT
Providing a quality transportation system is important to successful local eicaeelopment. A quality transportation network aids business and commerce by ima@sessibility for customers and suppliers. This is
particularly true as it relates to quality highway access. Residesite @fficient access to places of employment. When trails and sideaval provided to link commercial areas to outlying neighborhoods, they offer

increased opportunities for customers to easily move from business to businesssad lpegvadle an opportunity for groups that may not have access to vehicles (e.g.agldguth populations) to safely access local
businesses.

LAND USE
Land use and transportation are intertwined and have an effect on every facet ofrthunit@n ransportation choices provide connections between land uses. The density aylohfand uses affects the type and

number of transportation choices needed. While land use decisions are generalgredhscal and regional issues, the transportation consequences that agdampase decision can transcend the boundaries of
communities and regions.
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INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION

Maintaining and improving the transportation network is multi-jurisdictional pspeégh responsibilities falling to local, state, and federal government altkstZtrunk highways, state highways, and air transportation
choices all fall under the authority of state and national Departments of TratigporAs a result, intergovernmental cooperation is a critical component afagpdrtation Element and the key to future transportation
initiatives and goals. The Village of Winneconne will continue to coordinate traagporplanning activities with these agencies and organizations.

IMPLEMENTATION

Through the use of a capital improvements plan and budget, the costs of transporpatearments identified in this chapter can be addressed efficiently and econpouealtime. Communities across the state use the
CIP process to plan for current and future transportation needs in a responsible Marmarformation about this tool is provided in the Utilities and Community RasilElement. A transportation utility provides another
potentially useful tool for local government to address transportation concerns.

Improve connections between developments by encouraging grid-like street pattgrpesexd to multiple cul-de-sacs and dead end roads.

Consider roundabouts as an alternative to stop lights.

Discourage the development of roadways in environmentally sensitive areas such as wittatpdains, prime agricultural lands, scientific areas, and on soils with severe enginasritagions.
Communicate and coordinate transportation improvements and plans with WisDOT and the Winnebago iGlowaty Bepartment at any opportunity presented.
