Actively solicit comments and suggestions from the residents and property owtltexs/dfage, the Town of Winneconne, Winneconne Community School District, Winnebago (®asity¥"entral Wisconsin
Regional Planning Commission, Wisconsin Department of Natural ResourcesngiiisDepartment of Transportation, Wisconsin Department of Administratiooph¥is Land Council, the general public and all
other interested patrties;

Accept written comments from residents, landowners, and other interestesd fadigghout the planning process;

Conduct the required public hearing on the plan; and,

Work closely with the consultant hired by the town to prepare the comprehensive plan.
